 Abraham was lost in thought as they walked along. He didn’t need to look any further forward 
than the next step with his most trusted servant leading the way. His master had told him where they 
needed to go and his eyes were always on the horizon. Abraham’s son, Isaac walked beside him. 
Behind them was the man his faithful servant had chosen, leading the donkey loaded with their 
provision. The afternoon of their second day on the journey it was hot and dry and the scenery had 
not changed. He had plenty of time to think. 
 Abraham loved God and they had been through much together since he’d first heard Him and 
began his life of trusting obedience. In spite of his many failures, and some had been large, God had 
never forsaken him; even stepping in to bail him out before he admitted his sin or asked for 
forgiveness. His love for his son Isaac was second only to his love for God. The boy was God’s 
greatest gift to him and the embodiment of the promises that had defined his life for decades. 
 He didn’t realize his servant had dropped back beside him until he said, “Master… we can 
now see the peaks you spoke of rising in the distance.” 
  Abraham slowed to a stop as he lifted his head and gazed ahead at the destination he was 
approaching but in no hurry to arrive at. “Thank you, Elihud” he said. He turned and looked at his 
son, who was looking at him. 
 The night before they began their trek Isaac had asked, “Where are we going, Father?” when 
Abraham said they would be leaving on a journey early the next morning. “You will see” was the only 
reply he offered. He often spoke openly with enthusiasm about their future, but Isaac had learned 
that when his father was hesitant prodding him would do no good. 
 They camped that night only a half day walk from the mountains that had been out of sight 
when they began. After breakfast the next morning Abraham told Elihud to load only the wood 
needed for a sacrifice on the donkey. Rising to begin the final leg of their quest He told his servants, 
“Stay here with the donkey; the lad and I will go yonder and worship, and we will come back to you.” 
  Late that afternoon father and son had constructed the altar for a sacrifice to God and 
arranged the wood. All that was left to do was place a sacrifice on it and light the fire. Then he bound 
his son securely with strong rope and laid him on the wood of the altar. 
 What does true worship consist of? What does it cost? When someone else offered to 
contribute what King David needed for his sacrifice to God he insisted on paying full price himself 
and declared, “I will not present burnt offerings to the Lord my God that have cost me nothing.” 
 What are we willing to pay if it is God we are making our offering to? How valuable are our 
time, effort, talents and relationships? That which costs us more is more highly valued by both us 
and The Lord. Mark 12:42-44.
