*A Life Changing Hero Matt 26:1-13
Mary’s life was no longer encased in a flask of sin. Her cage was broken and
she was transformed. Changed into a fragrant oil whose scent permeated the
winds of history to tell of her love for Christ.

*In the garden we chose either deception or willful disobedience. None of
which was heroic.

*God saves us. He sends Jesus, Who will not listen to deception and will not
choose for just Himself. He sacrifices His very life in doing what we
would not. Jesus on the cross was the ultimate heroic act.

*Who is your hero? Yourself? Your accomplishments? Or is it Jesus the One
Who gave Himself for you?



*Jesus makes our lives the way that we never could. He makes the sacrifices we
aren’t willing or able to make. The Hero stands in the gap. The Hero makes a
way. The Hero sacrifices. The Hero loves.

*Are you willing to let God save you on His terms, not yours?
This isn’t a “Try harder stupid.” message. This is an “Embrace what
