It’s not that He has risen, or was risen. He IS risen! 

Risen, and victorious over death IS His Eternal 
State of BEING!!

This must be true for our faith to be true. 
 
I Corinthians 15:17, “And if Christ is not risen, your 
faith is futile; you are still in your sins!” 
 
Our faith in His death, burial, resurrection and 
return is about far more than the forgiveness of our 
sin. 
 
I John 3:2, “We know that when He is revealed, we 
shall be like Him”.  
 
Jesus IS risen from the dead, and so shall we be – 
with Him, where He is – bodily resurrected and 
alive as God intended us to be FOREVER!!! 
 
Our resurrected bodies, like Christ’s own 
resurrected body, will be transformed and live 
forever.

I Corinthians 15:42-43 & 51-54, “So also is the 
resurrection of the dead. The body is sown in 
corruption, it is raised in incorruption. It is sown in 
dishonor, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, 
it is raised in power.” 
 
“Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all 
sleep, but we shall all be changed— in a moment, 
in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For 
the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised 
incorruptible, and we shall be changed. For this 
corruptible must put on incorruption, and this 



mortal must put on immortality. So when this 
corruptible has put on incorruption, and this mortal 
has put on immortality, then shall be brought to 
pass the saying that is written: ‘Death is swallowed 
up in victory.’”

Isaiah 60:1, “Arise, shine; For your light has come! 
And the glory of the LORD is risen upon you.” 
 
Malachi 4:2, “But for you who revere My name, the 
Sun of Righteousness will rise with healing in His 
wings; And you will go out and frolic like well-fed 
calves.” 
 
Romans 13:12, “The night is nearly over, and the 
daylight is near, so let us discard the deeds of 
darkness and put on the armor of light.”

How should we then live? 
 
As alive from the dead! 
 
I Peter 1:3, “Praise be to the God and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ! In His great mercy He has given 
us new birth into a living hope through the

unforgiveness? Regret, shame or self-
criticism? Hatred, envy, stubbornness or 
self-righteousness (making ourself the 
standard we measure others by) … 
unwillingness to receive correction? 
Criticism, judgementalism or unwillingness 
to obey? Dissatisfaction, ingratitude or 
discontent? 

 
None of these things come from Christ. They offer 
only death. 

- The daily death of freedom that His 
resurrection brings 

- Because we don’t leave them in the grave 
where they belong
